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CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The Site was typical of degraded grazing land in the Brigalow Belt with native and
introduced pasture grasses and occasional native regrowth throughout. Several patches
of RE were ground-truthed in the north western and northernmost extent of the Site along
Columboola Creek. Several low order streams are located within the Site with areas of
severe erosion associated with these streams also noted, particularly in the northern
extent of the Site.

DEHP mapping shows two patches of Endangered RE 11.4.12/11.4.3 in the north western
portion of the Site. This vegetation was ground-truthed as No Concern at Present
RE 11.5.1, RE 11.7.7 and RE 11.5.20.

DEHP mapped Of Concern RE 11.3.25/11.3.2/11.4.3 at the northern extent of the Site
was ground-truthed as Of Concern RE 11.3.2. However, a patch of No Concern at
Present RE 11.5.1 was also ground-truthed which was not mapped on the DEHP RE
mapping.

Endangered HVR mapped by DEHP in the north western extent of the Site was observed
as cleared pasture comprising native and introduced pasture grasses. No EVNT flora and
fauna surveys were observed during the field survey. However, several species were
identified as having potential to occur within the site from the Wildlife Online database as
discussed in Section 4.2.2.

Various exotic flora species were identified during the field surveys, including WoNS and
Class 2 Declared pest species under the LP Act. These are summarised in Sections
4.2.1and 4.2.2.

Habitat values observed within the Site were gilgais generally highly disturbed from
grazing and blade ploughing activities. Some gilgais that were observed with moisture
have the potential to provide habitat to several EVNT flora and fauna species. Of
Concern RE 11.3.2 grount-truthed at the northern extent of the site may potentially
provide habitat to both a range of bird species and the koala (Phascolarctos cinereus),
due to the presence of suitable food trees (e.g. Eucalyptus tereticornis). RE 11.5.1
ground-truthed at the northern extent of the site contains several large hollow bearing
trees and areas of woody debris. This area may provide habitat for the golden-tailed
gecko (Strophurus taenicauda), which has been observed in proximity to the site.

It is recommended that the findings of this report be considered during detailed planning
and operation phases of the project to ensure that environmental impacts are avoided and
mitigated at the Site.

Compliance with Australia Pacific LNG management plans, guidelines and permits will
ensure that impacts to ecological constraints identified within this report will be avoided
and minimised, where possible.
